In certain parts of this Code, a particular action is prescribed, but the
responsibility for carrying out the action is not specifically assigned to any
particular person. Such responsibility may vary according to the laws and customs
of different countries and the international conventions into which these countries
have entered. For the purpose of this Code, it is not necessary to make this
assignment, but only to identify the action itself. It remains the prerogative of each
Government to assign this responsibility.
